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10 + 1 Ways to Avoid Networking Faux Pas 

What to do and not to do at your next networking event 

Tips to help you connect with more contacts at your next event 

Attending networking events isnôt what grows a business; itôs who you get to know at them, what you do while attending them and 
most importantly, how you do it.  

 The following tips will help you be more effective when taking company time to attend networking events. 

1) Dress appropriately.   

Donôt attend events dressed in work gear or ódressed to killô attire as it could create roadblocks.  Business casual never fails, and a 
company shirt with a logo works for every business and position. 

2) Wear a company name badge if you have one.   

All the needed information is on it, it looks more professional and chances are, it can be read more easily than your handwriting. 

3) Donôt act shy!   

Most people coming to network events have a degree of discomfort a when walking into a room of people, most whom they donôt 
know.  So start by talking with someone you do know.  Seek out the company people running the event, introduce yourself and 
ask for suggestions about who you should meetðtheyôll probably walk you right over and introduce you.  Feel free to walk up to 
anyone and say, ñI am new to these events and you look friendly.ò  What person wouldnôt mind hearing that? 

4) Have your 20-30 second commercial ready at all times. 

When someone asks you, know what you do and state it as confidently and concisely as possible.  If you can tell others what you 
do quickly and clearly, the perception is that youôre probably good at it as well. 

5) Bring plenty of business cards but donôt hand them out to everyone. 

Make a contact work for it!  That means engaging in a conversation long enough to know if this person is a potential customer or a 
good resource for referrals.  And if conversation leads to discovery of a mutual interest, (sports, cooking, etc.) then certainly ex-
change a card. 

6) Donôt park yourself in one place. 

The idea behind networking events is to build business relationships.  Move around and initiate casual conversation.  Be real and 
feel free to talk about things other than work.  Believe it or not, itôs what we have in common with a person that builds the best 
business relationships. 

7) Stay away from messy or hard to eat food. 

Itôs hard to shake hands or talk with people if your hands are sticky or your mouth is full.  Itôs best to stick to a beverage.  Once 
you have gained a comfort level in a particular group, eating might become less of an issue, but it always takes away from effective 
networking.  (A word to sponsorsðtry not to provide hard-to-eat food at networking events for this very reason!) 

8) Ask questions of others more than you talk about yourself. 

No one likes being talked at or market to, but everyone likes to talk about himself or herself.  Ask them about their business, their 
family and their interests.  If you drone on about your business or yourself too long, they will avoid you at the next event.  And 
donôt worryðeventually the questioning will turn to you.  If it doesnôt, avoid that person at the next event. 

9) Take every opportunity to get in front of the group. 

Introduce yourself and your business if possible.  After all, thatôs why you are at this event, right?  Again, have that 20-30 second 
commercial ready to go and deliver it confidently and concisely.  If appropriate, end your commercial with a little ócleanô humor or 
phrase to make yourself more memorable. 

10) Go to networking events as often as your schedule allows. 

Within any group, people sense your commitment when they see you at events.  No one expects you to be at every event, but make 
the ones you can to show that youôre vested.  Some groups are notoriously loyal about supporting other members.  Remember, 
building relationships with people is number one for growing business, and you canôt do that without a consistent presence. 

11) Finally, donôt think of the contacts you make at an event as your next business deal. 

Nothing turns a person off more than a next day call or email requesting a meeting right after youôve met themðunless they asked 
you to contact them.  Conversely, if someone gave you a business lead or some good business information, an immediate thank 
you call or note would be a very good business move. 

Now go grow your business and have fun doing it!
